Introducing our own local ghost detectives, The Thames Valley Paranormal Group 

The  Thames Valley Paranormal Group  (TVPG) are a group of people  wish-

ing to investigate paranormal activity, learn or teach new age and spirit subjects, or just for mystical curi-

osity in Berkshire, Oxfordshire and beyond . 

You can join Neale, Simon, Scotty and Sam some of the most haunted places around the Berkshire and 

Oxfordshire areas.  òWe only book them if we know the places are well known haunted locations in our 

area. Between us, our members have done a great many paranormal investigations and are very experi-

enced in using the right equipment, knowing the right places to investigate, and knowing how to carry out 

a professional and proper investigation. 

Unlike some TV shows we don't run screaming the minute something happens, we don't yell and shout at 

the ghosts. We simply investigate, record, analyse, and produce a video of the night along with any other 

evidence we gather such as orbs or EVP. But if something makes you scream and run, we won't mind one 

bit!ó 

Back in March of this year the hardy team investigated the Old Devil Inn at Knowl Hill, in Berkshire.   This 

is an account of their findings, so read oné....  If you dareéé 

òJohn, Neale, Tammy, and Sam arrived shortly after 8.30pm and were greeted by Simon. Upon entering 

the building, Tammy reported seeing a well built, busty lady, dressed in a long black gown. She was a no 

nonsense woman, walking around in candle light, who's behaviour reminded Tammy of an old matron / 

Teacher. 

Whilst walking around doing baseline readings, Tammy informed John that the dining area near the 

kitchen, felt like a different level to the rest of the building. Also that Tammy felt that staff would have re-

ported seeing a face in the kitchen window, on the left hand side. Tammy strongly felt that this face would 

be seen behind staff, whilst looking out of the window. Tammy continued to explain that she felt the staff 

at some point, would have reported seeing the toilet door catch, frantically moving up and down. 

After a short chat, the team started to set up the equipment, working around the customers that were 

still there. After all the customers had left the team began their investigation. 

John, Neale, Sam and Tammy began the first vigil in the kitchen, whilst Simon remained watched at the 

hub.  There were a number of noises heard in the kitchen, but none that wouldn't be expected in a cool-

ing down, working professional kitchen. As expected there were several EMF hotspots around the electri-

cal equipment. Sam reported feeling a tug on her arm, and at that same point, Neale felt a tingling sensa-

tion on his right hand. 

In the kitchen, Tammy could see a spirit of a man, stood behind her. He was approximately 5ft 2 inches 

tall and had thin, shoulder length, graying hair. He was wearing a white shirt with thin blue stripes, and his 

sleeves were rolled up. Tammy did not get a name with this gentleman, but strongly felt that it began with 

a J. He was wearing a brown apron, that to Tammy, looked like it was made of leather, and light colored 

trousers, that the legs appeared to be tucked inside something.     Continued on page five 
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Tammy could see this man sharpening some kind of tool, like a knife. This man was rubbing / sharpening 

the implement on something that was long, in a downward position, almost running in line with his leg. 

Nothing more was experienced so the team headed back to the hub. Simon moved into the kitchen. 

Neale, Tammy and Simon moved to the dining area to the right of the entrance, whilst Sam and John 
went into the toilet area. At one point Tammy reported a strong tug on her hair. Simon checked for 

trapped clothing, or hair or any other explanation, and found none. Tammy felt a lot of sadness in this 

room. In the toilet area, Sam felt like her hand was swelling, nothing more was experienced, but Sam 

had earlier picked up on the name Juliette. 

After a short break some of the team and tonightõs host, attempted an Ouija board session in the main 

bar area. This produced nothing, however both a staff member and Sam reported a vibration through 

their feet, coming from what would be the cellar below. This area of the bar floor did have very high 

EMF emanating through the floor, so the equipment there would explain this. 

Towards the end of the investigation, when most staff were upstairs sleeping or winding down, John, 

Neale, and Simon were at the other end of the bar, enjoying a coffee. Tammy, Sam, and two female 

members of staff held a vigil in the toilet area. Nothing was experienced in the ladies or the menõs toi-
lets, so the girls moved to the small corridor just outside the toilets. An EVP session was carried out, 

giving the staff a chance to ask any questions, that they may have. One of the ladies asked ''if the team 

were sure there was a lady''? As Sam began to spoke the ladies all heard a noise. This noise lasted for a 

few seconds. 

Tammy described this noise as ôsounding similar to a cat hissing, but much deeperõ. Sam described it as 

ôan almighty snarling sound that came from nowhere, like a big whoosh of soundõ. All four ladies said 

ôthat they have never heard a noise like this beforeõ. As the girls had already held vigils in this area, they 

were familiar with the natural sounds of flushing and other water and noises in this area. The girls rap-

idly left the toilets and the men went in to look for anything that would cause that noise. 

John played back the audio and just before the noise, that the girls had heard, there is a voice that is 

clearly audible. Simon is carrying out further analyses, and therefore the EVP will be posted shortly. 

At about 1am we packed up, planned a return visit over a much longer evening, and left thanking our 

wonderful hostsó. 

Throughout 2010 TVPG will be investigating the various stories, rumours, 

battle sites, and places of reported witchcraft and conflict over the 

years. Witchcraft is well known throughout our area, and we intend to 

get to the bottom of the stories, history, and rumours. Our area is also 

rife with battle sites from the civil war to the world wars, and we are in-

vestigating as many as possible.

Whip up some homemade sweet treats to delight little
 

ghosts and ghouls. Try our simple biscuit dough, rolled 

out and cut into spooky shapes.  

Ingredients 
¶ 100g/3½oz unsalted butter, softened at room temperature 

 

¶ 100g/3½oz caster sugar 

¶ 1 free-range egg, lightly beaten 

¶ 275g/10oz plain flour 

¶ 1 tsp vanilla extract 

¶ To decorate 

¶ 400g/14oz icing sugar 

¶ 3-4 tbsp water 

¶ 2-3 drops food colourings 

Preparation method 
1. Preheat the oven to 190C/375F/Gas 5. Line a baking tray with greaseproof paper. 

2.  

3. Beat the butter and sugar together in a bowl until combined. 

4.  

5. Beat in the egg and vanilla extract, a little at a time, until well combined. 

6.  

7. Stir in the flour until the mixture comes together as a dough. 

8.  

9. Roll the dough out on a lightly floured work surface to a thickness of 1cm/½in. 

10.  
11. Using Halloween-style biscuit cutters, cut biscuits out of the dough and carefully place onto the baking tray. 

12.  
13. Bake the biscuits for 8-10 minutes, or until pale golden-brown. Set aside to harden for 5 minutes, then cool on a wire 

rack. 

14.  
15. For the icing, sift the icing sugar into a large mixing bowl and stir in enough water to create a smooth mixture. Stir in 

the food colouring. 

16.  
17. Carefully spread the icing onto the biscuits using a knife and set aside until the icing hardens.

May I, Rosie, the witchable catMay I, Rosie, the witchable cat , wish you a very Happy Samhain, or Hallow'een, if you prefer.  The Wheel 

of Life comes full circle and this wonderful time of year marks Summer's end and the beginning of the new sea-

son.  Yes, I know it also heralds the cold, wet, dark nights but Mother Nature needs her beauty sleep so that She 

may wake, restored to full vigour,  in the Spring.  So, dig out those winter woollies, thick socks and boots, make 

some hearty soups and tasty crumbles and take a leaf out of The Lady's book by resting, reading books and in 

anticipation of the Yuletide festivities to come.  Naturally, I have no intention of moving from the best seat in the 

house, until April at least, and I shall expect to be waited upon, my every need anticipated as I bed down for the 

long haul.  

Dear reader, let us turn our thoughts now to matters of the Craft.  Samhain  has its fine traditions and 

for the Wiccan, it is a most important Sabbat , or feast.  Traditionally, in older times, villagers would light 

bonfires, to bring warmth, light and to cook their meats, tucking in before the harsh winter sets in. Now, 

onto these fires they would throw their discarded cattle bones, left over from the feasting.  (Bonfire 

comes from ôbone fireõ).  Villagers would light torches from these communal fires, taking them back to 

light their own hearths, so there was a feeling of shared light and bonding within the community.  

 It was believed by them that the world of the departed and the living grew close, so foods were laid out to entice 

the dear departed who had gone before.  Many cultures today still have ancestor worship and of course, we have 

spiritualism so things haven't changed so much over time.  The ancient Celt men would disguise themselves in 

masks or painted faces to ward off or distract any dark spirits away and the echoes of this practice remain with us 

today in our Hallowõeen fancy dress outfits.  

Now, Louise or ôHer Indoorsõ, who I have kindly graced with my presence in the Green household, has told me that 

when she was a little girl, in Glasgow, she used to go 'guisin' on October 31st on Hallowõeen night.  Chil-

dren,  disguised as  witches, ghosties or wee devils used to knock on the doors of neighbours, asking for sweets, 

apples or nuts.  However, Guisers had to entertain for their supper by reciting a piece of poetry, singing a song or 

dancing a jig.  Only then would food be handed over which signified abundance.  This shows that the ancient pa-

gan practice was alive and well, still into the 20th century and we may see from this how Celtic immigrants, on 

travelling to America, sowed the seeds for 'trick or treat'.  

Apples were the popular symbol at this time and featured in many Hallowõeen games, such as ôdookinõ for 

apples, (ducking for or  bobbing for apples).  If you managed to get your apple from out of the water, with 

your teeth only, then abundance or marriage would ensure.   Try taking an apple, a lit candle and on the 

stroke of midnight, go into a darkened room and place the candle in front of a mirror. As the clock 

strikes, eat the apple and the face of your intended may appear in the mirror, as if they were standing be-

hind youé. 

This Samhain, remember those who have gone before and honour their memory.  Give thanks for the shelter and 

the food that you have and yes, hold onto the thought that light will return  once again.

One cold, dark, but dry winter evening, I  was coming home from work and making my way 

up the hill towards home.  Ahead of me, in the light of the street lamps, I watch a couple, a 

lady and a gentleman, make steady  and silent progress ahead of me.  I smiled as I noticed, 

from the back of them,  they were both in fancy dress.
